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Chapter One
Registry offices and registrars 
Article 1 – As per the 839th article of Turkish Code of Commerce, a ship registry office is established in each of the Trabzon, Samsun, Zonguldak, İstanbul, Bandırma, Canakkale, Izmir, Antalya, Mersin and Iskenderun ports.
Article 2 – Geographical boundaries of the registry offices to which the ship ports of registries are dependants, determined and established by the Council of Ministers upon the proposal by the Ministry of Transportation.

Article 3 – Ship Registry is kept in each registry office and by the registrar and the assistants appointed by Ministry of Transportation. One or more assistants are appointed depending on the work load of the registry office. 
The assistants undertake the work assigned to them, under division of labour, determined by the registrar. The most senior assistant represents the registrar in his absence or plea. 
Article 4 – Registrar and assistants are appointed amongst the graduates of the faculties of law, economy, political sciences and high commerce and merchant marine academies. High school or commerce high school graduates can also be appointed provided that there are no nominees from the above mentioned schools. In the absence of nominees even from these schools, intermediate school or commerce intermediate school graduates can also be employed. 
Article 5 – In every registry office, there shall be clerks and other employees in the required number and composition to handle the work in time and efficiently.
Article 6 – In every registry office, there shall be enough number of telephones, office supplies and sound and suitable file cabinets to keep the register records, notes and documents provided.
Article 7 – In the absence of any other requirements within these regulations, general provisions shall be in force for registrar and assistants and various other clerks and employees of the register office.  

Article 8 – Ship register is subject to the supervision of the court of first instance, which handles the commercial cases in the location of the registry office. If there are more than one court of first instance in this location handling the commercial cases, Ministry of Justice assigns ship register to one of them. 
Court of first instance executes its supervision assignment by inspecting the complaints and objections which may take place against the decisions and proceedings of the registrar office and taking a decision.
Article 9 – Harbour master is the head of the register office and charged with making sure that register works are carried out in accordance with the provisions of the legislation. Registrar may ask for his opinion in the subjects when in hesitation and harbour master may give orders to ensure the works are carried out in compliance with the provisions of law and these regulations whenever he deems necessary; to the extent that all decisions regarding registry issues are taken by the registrar and all proceedings are carried out by the registrar. The objection body against these decisions and proceedings is the court of first instance to which the register office is assigned.
CHAPTER TWO

Register of Ships

Article 10 – The ships which may be recorded in the Turkish ship register on compulsory or voluntary basis are as follows:

1- Commercial ships that have the right to fly Turkish Flag as per 823rd article of the Code of Commerce.

2- Ships solely assigned to pleasure, sports, training, education and science purposes like yachts and seamen training ships.

3- Ships built in Turkey on behalf of a foreign state or its citizens.

It is not appropriate to register warships and auxiliaries owned by the navy and ships owned by state, municipality or other public corporate bodies and assigned solely for public service to the ship register.
Article 11 – As per the first paragraph of 828th article of Code of Commerce, owner or owners of a ship that has taken a flag certificate are obliged to register the ship to the registry latest at the end of a time period of one year, and if the ship comes to Turkey within this period, without waiting the end of the period.
Article 12 - When the registration of a ship that has been constructed partially or completely in Turkey is demanded, it is necessary that a document obtained from the construction area registry office, showing whether the ship is registered to the registration for the ships under construction is brought in. If the ship is registered to this registry, a confirmed copy of construction registry record shall be added to this document.
A note is inserted to record that the subject document is issued for the ship to be registered into its registry to the document issued by the construction area registry office.

Article 13 – In the registry of ships, the call sign assigned to the ship is also registered, in addition to matters mentioned in 848th article of the Code of Commerce. 

Article 14 – In the case of deletion of the ship’s record from the registry, condition is proclaimed with Turkish Commercial Registry Gazette. 

Article 15 – A separate registration log (register book) is opened to each ship in the registry. A record required to be written to a particular part or column of the register book is still valid if written to a different part or column. 
CHAPTER THREE

Registry of the Juridical Relations

Article 16 – The registration to ship registry is made solely upon request, unless there is a provision otherwise. The date 
of the demand is noted and signed to the written request (with the hour and minute). Request is deemed to be made in the moment of the presentation of written request to the official authorized to receive the same.
Every person who will benefit the registry or whose right is affected as a result of the registry is entitled to make a request.
Article 17 – For a registration to be made, if there is a need for the registry to be corrected and completed by means of registering another holder of a right at first, every person who is entitled to make a request against this holder of a right and whose entitlement is based on a document received from a official authority or confirmed by notary public, can ask the register to be corrected or completed. 
Article 18 -- Requests made with a reservation are not taken into consideration. 
If a request is made with a petition for more than one subject, the person making the request can require for the other registers not to be made if one of the registers is not made.  

Article 19 – If a request is made for a registration concerning more than one subject regarding the same right, the latter request can not be registered before the former request brought into a conclusion. 
Article 20 – If there is an impediment preventing the requested registration to be made, the registrar designates a reasonable time to requester to remove the impediment or declines the request by showing the causal reasons. In the first case, if removal of the impediment is not confirmed to the registry office within the time designated, the request is declined upon expiration of time. 
If another request for registration is made regarding the same right before concluding a request, a note in favour of the former request is put to the registry directly. Recording of such a note is in effect of the conclusion of the request as Article 19 needs. If the former request is withdrawn or rejected, this note is automatically deleted.
Article 21 – If making of a register affects the rights of another person, the making of such a register is subject to the approval of that person.

Article 22 – For the correction of the ship registry, no approval is required as previous article’s need, provided that the non-correctness is proved. The verdict is same in the register and cancellation of the restrictions to the right of possession.
Registration of a new owner by means of correction of the registry, relying on the approval as above article needs, can only occur by the person’s own will unless the circumstance mentioned in article 17 is present.
Article 23 – If registration of a new owner or shareholder is requested, it has to be proved that the ship still has the right to fly Turkish flag afterwards.
Article 24 – If suspicion arouses about the correctness of the registration of a person as the owner, the registrar automatically undertakes the necessary investigations. If as a result of the inquiries, it is ascertained that the ship registry is incorrect, the registrar invites the involved to request the correction of the register and to prepare the necessary documents for the correction.
In such circumstances 850th article of the law is applied.
Article 25 – If registration of a transfer or restriction of a claim assured by a right of pledge on a ship mortgage becomes necessary, the document showing the approval of the former creditor to the transfer or restriction shall be submitted.
Article 26 – Unless the law permits their registration in the foreign currency, The amounts of which registration is demanded shall be shown as the Turkish currency in the registration requests and temporary registrations.
Article 27 – A person demanding the correction of the registration by registering a ship in the ship registry to his name as the owner, is obliged with presenting the following documents to the registrar:
1-  If the transfer of the ownership relies on an agreement and this agreement is neither declared to the registrar by the parties, nor it is arranged by the registrar; a contract of which signatures are confirmed by notary public or a court decision establishing that such an agreement is made between the parties.  
2- In case of an inheritance, a bill of inheritance showing legal or connected inheritance. 

3- In case of a determined property testament, an approved copy of the testament together with the petitions of the inheritors showing their approval for registration and if inheritors decline to approve, a court verdict, deciding the execution of the registration.

4- In case of partition, definite partition decision of the court and; if partition is not made with the consent and this matter is neither declared to the registrar by the parties, nor a parting contract is arranged by the registrar; a partition contract of which signatures are confirmed by notary public.
5- In case of a forced auction, the note written by the authorized official position, concerning the completion of the auction and execution of the registration on behalf of the purchaser,
6-  In voluntary auctions (public or not) an auction protocol having signatures of owner of the property, purchaser and the person performing the auction if there is any, duly approved by notary public or a court decision firming this condition.
Article 28 -- A person, requesting registration as a new creditor in his capacity as a beneficiary under a will or as a legal or appertaining inheritor about a credit secured through a ship mortgage included in a heritage, is obliged with  presenting the documents written in 2nd and 3rd paragraphs of above article.
Article 29 – If registration of a right of usufruct on a ship is requested with a view to fulfil the debt arising from establishment of a right of usufruct on an asset of a deceased person in full or a part shared in common, presentation of documents mentioned in 3rd paragraph of article 27 is required to prove that such a debt really exists.  
In the registration of rights of usufruct arising from law of inheritance, only the presentation of letter of administration is sufficient.

In the contractual usufructs, presentation of documents mentioned in article 876 by favour of 2nd paragraph of 878th article of Commercial code is required.
Article 30 – If proof of a fact is possible with the other documents and files already present in the registry office, in this condition already available documents and files can be relied on, instead of presentation of the document. 
Article 31 – In the cases where a public authority is entitled for a request of registration as per the provision of the law, registration is done by the request of that authority. Provisions of first paragraph of Article 16 of these regulations are also in effect here. 
Article 32 – A registration can only be made if persons whose rights are affected from this are registered as holders of a right. If a ship or share of a ship changes more than one hand, the last owner can not be registered before all former owners are duly registered. 
Article 33 -- Registrations made afterwards, relying on ship mortgages registered to assure a credit arising from a debt bill made out to bearer or a policy or another transferable bill can only be made upon the presentation of the bill. Affair of registration is annotated on the bill.
The condition of above paragraph is not in force for the registrations based on the approval of a representative appointed as per 3rd paragraph of Article 938 of Commercial Code or on a court verdict emanating against that representative.
Article 34 – All records logged in the registry shall be signed by the registrar as per articles 63, 64, 83 and 85 of these regulations, after date of registry is noted.
Article 35 – If more than one registration, having some degree connection amongst them are to be made into the same section of the register book, they are to be recorded according to chorographical order of requests. If the requests are made simultaneously, in this case it is annotated to the registry that all registrations have the same degree. 
If more than one registration, not requested simultaneously but having a degree connection amongst, are recorded to different parts of the register book under the same date, then it is annotated to the registry that the registration requested afterwards ranks later in degree than the antecedent.  
Clauses of above paragraphs not to be applied in circumstances where otherwise are determined by the requesters in relation to degree.
Article 36 – Cancellation of a right or an annotation or an objection or a restriction on a power of disposal is done by recording of a cancellation annotation to the registry. 
In case of a ship’s transfer to another register book, a registered right not transferred together is deemed to be cancelled.
Article 37 – If a right is to be registered to more than one person, either the shares of all holders of right or the legal connection amongst them has to be presented. 
Article 38 -- If a ship mortgage or a right of usufruct is established on more than one ship, register books of each ship is recorded automatically that other related ships are restricted as well. The provision is the same for restricting a different ship afterwards, for such a right currently present on a ship.
If the encumbrance on one of the ships ends, the condition is automatically recorded to the registry. 
Article 39 – If a ship mortgage is established for “payable to bearer” or “transferable with endorsement” notes, registration of only main characteristics like the total amount of all notes and the number of notes and the amount in each one are sufficient. 
Article 40 – In the case of appointment of a reversionary heir, during the registration of the grand heritor and the transfer, the right of the nominee is also registered automatically.  
Article 41 -- If an executor nominate is appointed, this as well is registered automatically, with the registration of the inheritor. This condition is not applied if the ship is not subject to be governed by the executor.
Article 42 – If it is discovered by the registrar that a registry is not true as a result of illegal execution of a register, an annotation is automatically put to the registry. If it is found out that a registry record is non-legal due to its contents, this record is automatically cancelled from the registry.
Article 43 – For the registration of the legal relations on ship shares, conditions of this chapter is applied comparatively. 

    CHAPTER FOUR

Format of Registries in General

Article 44 – Registries are kept in binders with numbers following uninterrupted series. Each binder consists of “Register Books” containing same number of pages. 

If necessary, binders with books containing more numbers of pages can be arranged, but even with these binders the page numbers of the books shall be same.

Register Books contain numbers following uninterrupted series. If the registry is in several binders, the book numbers of each binder follows the book numbers of previous binder. Every binder arranged as per the above paragraph is the continuation of the previous one.

Numbers starting from one are to be placed to all pages of every binder.

An index is to be provided in the beginning of every binder. In this index, the number of beginning page of every book contained in that binder is written.

Before use, every binder is to be approved by indicating the number of books and pages inside, by court of first instance to which the registry office is assigned, 

Article 45 – Every book is made of a preamble and 3 sections.

Article 46 – When registration of a ship is required, the first empty book is used. If a binder arranged as per 2nd paragraph of article 44 is available, a ship for which it is assumed that the book pages of the other binders are not sufficient for its records, is registered to the first empty book of this binder.

Article 47 – For every register book, a register file having the same number is kept.

The documents and copies required to be kept by the registrar is put into these files. Same provision is applicable for the documents presented together with a request for registration and not returned to the requester.

The documents of above type concerning more than one register book of the same registry office are put to the file of one of the related books and a reference to be made to this file in the files of other books.

Article 48 – If it is necessary to put copies of documents into the file, the parts of documents which have no importance for keeping of ship registry are not needed to be attached to the copy.

Article 49 – Two alphabetical indexes, one as to names of owners and the other to names of ships are to be kept by the registry office.


To the owners’ index, names and surnames of the owners and co-owners (trade name in corporate bodies), in the shared ownership cooperating owners’ and the ship manager’s name and surname and binder and book numbers of ships are recorded.


To the ship index, ship’s name and its registered binder and book number is written. A copy of this index is sent to other registry offices. 

CHAPTER FIVE

Keeping of Ship Registry

Article 50 – The registry records are written in a legible manner and without using abbreviations in handwriting with ink other than red in colour. No stamp is used. Engraving or erasing and making a record otherwise unreadable is not allowed in registry. 

Article 51 – The records in second and third sections of the books are written in an uninterrupted pattern, following the previous record of the same column. 

Article 52 – Every record is dated and signed by the registrar as per articles 62, 63, 64, 82, 83 and 84 of these regulations.
Article 53 – The lines belonging to records which lost its force with a subsequent registry are underlined with red ink.

Article 54 – The orthographical errors occurred during a registration are automatically corrected. The correction is done according to the system on registration of recording amendments. If the lines belonging to a record are underlined with red ink by mistake, this condition is corrected by drawing small black vertical lines along the red stripe.  
Article 55 – If authority of a registry office about keeping of a particular register book transfers to another registry office, this book is closed. 
If the change of authority is due to the change of the port of registry of the ship, this transfer is recorded before the book is closed. About the condition of transfer, if amendment of registry or change on the legal relations is requested, those are concluded first. Same provision applies in the ship name change registry requests.
The registry office sends the register file and ship’s register and an endorsed copy of the register book to the new registrar’s office.

In the preamble of the new book, a reference is made to the old one. The cancelled or underlined records with red ink, is transferred to the new book, as and if necessary to the extent that still valid records can be understood. Apart from this, for such records in second or third sections, only record sequence number and a “cancelled” note are needed to be mentioned. In addition, it is affirmed in every section that the contents in the new record is in conformity with the old one. The affirmation annotations are written to the columns to which these records are signed.
The registered owners and the bearers of right to the same degree as to the records of registry are informed that the authorization is changed and about the binder and book number of the new registry. The binder and book numbers of the new book is also notified to the old registry office.
Article 56 – If there are no spaces left for the new records in a register book or if the book becomes unclear, the records are transferred a new opened register book. If it makes the task substantially easier, this kind of transfer of records is allowed.

 If in a binder, the number of effective books decreases and removal of the binder becomes acceptable; in this circumstance the records of the book can be transferred. The book of which records are transferred is closed.    
In the preamble of the new book, a reference is made to the old book. Only the records sustaining their efficiency are transferred to the new book. In this respect, the conclusions of the record changes are registered to the column for main records as a rule.

If there is hesitation about the extent or manner of registry of a record, the registered persons of whose rights might be affected from the registry are heard first. The first registry dates of the rights are transferred to the third section of the book. For the red underlined or cancelled records, provision of 4th paragraph of article 55 is applicable. For every record, needing transfer and signature, the annotation “transferred” is noted and underside is signed. 
The ship registry is consigned to registry office.
The transfer of registry condition is notified to registered owners and same degree holders of right as per the records of the registry.
Article 57 – The register book is closed for a ship of which record is cancelled.

The condition of cancellation of a ship record from ship registry is notified to the registry office to which the ship was registered for the first time. 
Article 58 – If closure of a register book is necessary, a closure annotation is noted to the preamble of the book by declaring the reason of closure. In the cases mentioned in articles 55 and 56, the new book is mentioned. Apart from this, a line is crossed diagonally through all record containing pages of the book with red ink. 
Article 59 – In the registry of holders of right, the following aspects are recorded:

1) The names, surnames, profession and address of residence of real persons and other qualifications as necessary, reflecting them clearly. 

2) Trade name or style and address of the cooperative owners and commercial companies or other corporate bodies. 

CHAPTER SIX

Ship Registry

Article 60 – Ship registry is arranged as per the example number (1), annexed to these regulations.
Article 61 – The name of the registry office and number of the book and the other explanations which shall be given as per article 55, 56 and 58 of these regulations are written to the preamble section, which constitutes the first page of every register book 
Article 62 – The records related to the ship are written to the “section one”, which constitutes second and third pages of the book, as follows:

1. Column 1: Ship’s name as per the date of register; new name if changed;

2. Column 2: Call sign;

3. Column 3: The main material used in the construction of the ship; (based on the certificate of measurement) new description if changed; 

4. Column 4: The place and shipway of construction and the year of delivery from the slipway; if extremely difficult to ascertain these, an annotation that these “can not be ascertained”.
5. Column 5: Port of registry; the new one if changed;

6. Column 6: The result of the measurement, based to the certificate of measurement and the authority issuing the certificate and date and changes if any; in the case when second paragraph of article 846 of Commercial Code applies, the results of the measurement carried out in a foreign country and the contents of the related certificate; engine power;
7. Column 7: The day the ship is registered; cancellation of the ship record; reason of cancellation;

8. Column 8: The number of column which corresponds to the records written in column 9;

9. Column 9: The changes in the facts recorded in columns one to six;

10. Column 10: Records pertaining to right to fly the flag and the number of provision of the law that gives the ship a right to fly the flag (Commercial Code Article 848, Para. 2, 849,1 and 2, 851, Para. 3 sentence 2, 852 para.2 sentence 2)
It shall be signed for first registry and cancellation in 7th column, for the changes in 9th column and for the records pertaining to right to fly the flag in 10th column. 

Article 63 --The records related to the owners are written to the “section two”, which constitutes 4th and 5th pages of the book, as follows:
1) Column 1: Sequence number of the records written to second column;

2) Column 2: a) owner, all collective owners in a ownership cooperation, all partners in an open company, all partners personally responsible in ordinary or shared capital commandite companies;
a) the share of each holder of a right or the legal connection amongst them, if there are more than one owner;

b) The ship manager in case of an ownership cooperation (the word ship manager to be underlined with ink other than red in colour);
3) Column 3: Shares of ship for each collective owner in fractional number; (If there is no cooperative ownership, a horizontal line to be drawn to this column)
4) Column 4: The sequential number of records in column two or three which corresponds to the records written in column five;

5) Column 5: a) the reason of acquisition in the first registry of ship, the grounds of registry in the change of ownership ( agreement of the sides, consent to amendment of registry, letter of administration, testament, a decision of tender, demand of an authorized body etc..);

b) Waiver from right of ownership;

c) Transfer of a ship share;

d) Annotations and objections regarding the right of ownership and restrictions of owners right of possession;
e) The changes in name, trade name and the aspects recorded to second column and the personality of the ship manager;

f) Cancellation of registered annotations, objections and limitations of possession; The records written in this article is signed in fifth column.

Article 64 -- The records related to the ship mortgages, right of usufruct and right of distraint on ship shares and sequestration are written to the “section three”, which constitutes 6th and 7th pages of the book, as follows:

1) Column 1: The sequence number of the records that will be written to second and third columns;
2) Column 2: Amount of the credit (capital) which is secured through ship mortgage, in numbers; in case of registration of a right of usufruct or a right of distraint on a ship share, a horizontal line is drawn through this column;
3) Column 3: The contents and subject of the registered right with the degree of the mortgage, in case of registration of a ship mortgage or a right of distraint on a ship share, the amount of the credit in writing; in case of placement of a right of distraint on a ship share, the record starts with “the right of distraint on ship share, by ……….” And this part is underlined with ink other than red in colour;
4) Column 4: The sequential number of the amended record;

5) Column 5: the amount effected by the amendment of the credit secured by mortgage in numbers; in case of amendment of the right of usufruct or right of distraint on a ship share, a horizontal line is drawn through this column;
6) Column 6: The changes to registered rights recorded in columns one to three and limitations of right of possession to the holder of the right; (even in the case of registration of limitations together with the right);

7) Column 7: The sequential number of record of the right affected by the cancellation;

8) Column 8: Cancellation of registered rights, in case of cancellation of a ship mortgage or a distraint on a ship share, the cancelled amount shall be written in numbers; if the ship mortgage is cancelled in part, then in addition the cancelled amount shall be recorded below the registered amount in second column in red ink in numbers and below it, the remaining amount in black ink in numbers.
In the registration of distraint, provisional distraint and temporary injunctions, the provision of the above paragraph is applied in comparison.
The annotations regarding a ship mortgage or a right of usufruct:

a) If the topic is to secure the claim of registration of such a right, then it is written to columns 1-3;

b) Otherwise to columns 4-6.

In the registration of an annotation, right half of the column is left empty for definite registration.

This provision is not to be applied for annotations aiming to secure a claim for cancellation of a right.
In the registration of an objection, the provision of the above paragraph is applied in comparison.

The records in columns 1-3 are signed in third column, in columns 4-6 in sixth column and in columns 7-8 in eighth column. 
Article 65 – Ministry of Justice is authorized to arrange register books containing more than eight pages and to designate the pages assigned to each section in such books.

Article 66 -- The requests about changing a ship’s name recorded to ship register are done to registrar’s office. Registrar sends those, together with the comments, to Ministry of Transportation without delay to enable the submission of the required reply.

Article 67 – Call signals for ships are sent to registry offices by Ministry of Transportation.

 Registry offices arrange a list of the call signals sent to them in alphabetical order and allocate the signals to ships according the sequence in this list. The official marks the name of the ship which the signal is allocated, its type, name and surname of the owner and address of residence next to every signal in the list ands puts his signature.

For ships less than 18 gross tons, a call signal is allocated only if they are registered in the registry and have radio equipment on board.

The ship retains its call signal even if the authorization to keep the registry book is transferred to another registry office.

When the call signal is freed, the occurrence is marked in the list with its reason. The free signals can be allocated to another ship in the same registry office after exhaustion of all call signals in the list.

CHAPTER SEVEN

Ship Documents

I- Ship Registry:

Article 68 – Ship registry certificate is issued as per the example number (2), annexed to these regulations.                                                              
Valuable printed paper documents are used in the issue of the registry certificate. The printed document is filled with Turkish book letters.


Ship registry certificate is signed by the registrar after stamped by the official seal of the registry office. Registry certificate is delivered to the owner in exchange of receipt.


If it necessitates using more than one printed document for the registry certificate, those are stamped after sewing and joining together.

Article 69 – If the ship is not measured yet within the country, in this case the results of the measurement is noted to the left hand side of the space reserved for recording of results of measurement. 
The limitations to right of possession, annotations and objections recorded to second section of the register book in the date of issuance of registry certificate are noted to third page of the registry certificate, and records relating to ship mortgage and right of usufruct are written to the fourth page. This condition is signed by the registrar after being stamped with the official seal.

Article 70 – The records inscribed to the registry, after the issue of the registry certificate regarding to the ship or the right of ownership are to be noted to the third page of the certificate, as the ones regarding mortgage and right of usufruct, conforming to registry records, are noted to fourth page. 
Each record is written underneath the previous one without leaving any space. This condition is signed by the registrar after being stamped with the official seal.
Article 71 – In case of a transfer to another register book or request by the owner, a new certificate of registry is issued.

Only the registry records keeping their validity at the date of the issue are noted to the new certificate. 

If a new one is issued for a lost certificate, this condition is noted to the new certificate.

Article 72 -- A registry certificate, for which a new one is issued as per the conditions stipulated in the last paragraph of article 856 of Commerce Code, is revoked after it is annotated that a new certificate is issued on its behalf. Revocation is carried out by drawing the first page of revoked certificate diagonally in red ink and cutting all pages from several places through to centre. The revoked certificate is kept in the registry file. 
II – Attested abstract of the Registry Certificate

Article 73 – The attested abstract of the ship registry certificate is arranged as per the example 3, annexed to these Regulations. Valuable printed paper documents are used in this aspect. The printed document is filled with Turkish book letters and is signed by the registrar after being stamped with the official seal.
The changes in the ship registry are not noted to the abstract. If the occurent amendments affect the contents of the abstract, the registrar revokes the abstract and issues a new one consistent with the amended registry records.
Apart from this, the provisions of third paragraph of the article 71 and article 72 are applied to the abstract in comparison.

Article 74 – In the conditions where the abstract, in addition to the ship registry certificate is needed to be entrusted to the registrar, the abstract is not requested to be entrusted unless the certificate is returned to the owner.
III Certificate of Measurement

Article 75 – An annotation is noted to the certificate of measurement that the ship is registered to the ship registry. The binder and book number of the registry date of registry, port of registry and call signal is noted to the annotation. The annotation is signed by the registrar after being stamped with the official seal.
The certificate of measurement is entrusted to the owner.

CHAPTER EIGHT
Register for ships under construction

Article 76 – As per the provisions of article 858 and the subsequent articles of Turkish Commercial Code, the registry offices founded in Trabzon, Samsun, Zonguldak, İstanbul, Bandırma, Çanakkale, İzmir, Antalya, Mersin and İskenderun ports keep the register for ships under construction as well. The perimeter of these registry offices determined and established by the Council of Ministers upon the proposal by the Ministry of Transportation.
Article 77 – The provisions of articles 8 and 9 and articles from 15 to 59 of these regulations are applied about register for ships under construction as well in comparison to the extent that alphabetical index for the ship names is not needed to be kept.
Article 78 – Upon notification as per paragraph 3 of article 848 of Turkish Commercial Code to the registrar’s office, that the ship is registered to ship registry, the register book is closed.

Article 79 – After closure of the register book, registrar sends the register file to the ship registry office which has registered or entitled to register the ship.
Article 80 -- The register for ships under construction is arranged as per the example 4, annexed to these Regulations.

Article 81 -- The name of the registry office and number of the book and the other explanations which shall be given as per article 55, 56 and 58 of these regulations are written to the preamble section, which constitutes the first page of every register book. 

Article 82 – The records related to the construction are written to the “section one”, which constitutes half of the second page of the book, as follows:

1. Column 1: Name and type of the construction; its number or distinctive marks to distinguish it, new ones if changed;

2. Column 2: Place of construction and the constructing shipyard; new ones if changed;
3. Column 3: The contents of documents mentioned in 3rd paragraph of article 860 of Turkish Commercial Code; 

4. Column 4: The date of registration of the construction and the changes regarding facts in columns 1 and 2; 

5. Column 5: Cancellation of the registry of construction and the reason of cancellation.
First registry and the changes shall be signed in 4th column and cancellation in 5th column. 

Article 83 --The records related to the owners are written to the “section two”, which constitutes second half of 2nd page of the book, as follows:

1. Column 1: Sequence number of the records written to second column;

2. Column 2: a) owner or collective owners of the construction; in case of situation in article 971 of Turkish Commercial Code (construction partnership), all partners and the ship manager if there is any; 

b)   The share of each holder of a right or the legal connection amongst them, if   

      there are more than one owner;

3. Column 3: 
a) The record to the effect that the owner of the shipyard is the owner in the first registration or the contents of the documents mentioned in the second paragraph of article 860 of Turkish Commercial Code; the support of registry if ownership has changed hands  (Article 63, paragraph 1, sentence 5 a)   

b) Waiver from right of ownership;
c) Annotations and objections concerning the right of ownership and limitations of owners authority of possession;

d) Changes in name, trade name and other aspects registered to second column. 
The records written in this article are signed in the third column.

Article 84 -- The records related to the ship mortgages are written to the “section three”, which constitutes 3rd page of the book, as follows:

1) Column 1: The sequence number of the records that will be written to  second and third columns;
2) Column 2: Amount of the credit (capital) which is secured through ship mortgage, in numbers;

3) Column 3: The contents and subject of the registered right with the degree of the mortgage and the amount of assured credit in writing;
4) Column 4: The sequential number of the amended record;
5) Column 5: The changes to registered rights; limitations of right of possession to the holder of the right; (even in the case of registration of limitations together with the right);
6) Column 6: The sequential number of record of the right affected by the cancellation;
7) Column 7: Cancellation of ship mortgages registered in from 1st to 3rd columns and the amount of cancelled credit in writing, if the ship mortgage is cancelled in part, then the cancelled amount shall be recorded below the registered amount in second column in red ink in numbers and below it, the remaining amount in black ink in numbers.

In the registration of distraint, provisional distraint and temporary injunctions, the provision of the above paragraph is applied in comparison.

The annotations regarding a ship mortgage:

a) If the topic is to secure the claim of registration of ship mortgage, then it is written to columns 1-3;

4. Otherwise to columns 4-5.

In the registration of an annotation, right half of the column is left empty for definite registration.

This provision is not to be applied for annotations aiming to secure a claim for cancellation of a right.

In the registration of an objection, the provision of the above paragraph is applied in comparison.

The records in columns 1-3 are signed in third column, in columns 4-5 in fifth column and in columns 6-7 in seventh column. 

Ministry of Justice is authorized to arrange register books containing more than eight pages and to designate the pages assigned to each section in such books.
CHAPTER NINE

Procedural provisions 
Article 85 – Unless provision in the law is in contrary, the registry requests, registry consent and other declarations necessary for registry are done with a petition. If the signature in the petition is not approved by notary public, the registrar establishes the identity of the involved by relying on the identification document with the picture (certificate of birth) and for the foreigners, residence certificate or a duly approved official document received from consulate offices of the countries of which they are a citizen in Turkey and he signs underside personally, explaining this situation and explaining that the signature is signed in his presence. 
The other conditions of the registry shall be verified with the official or attested documents. But the provision of article 27 is reserved.
The declaration or requests made as a base for a registration by an official authority shall contain the official stamp and seal of that authority and the signature of the authorized official.

Article 86 – The contracts relating to transfer of a ship or a share of a ship, or relating to division of ownership can be issued by the registrar’s office upon the request and application of involved. In this case, the registrar inserts the following to the contract:
1) The identities of the involved, established as per the first paragraph of above article,

2) Their declaration of will,

3) -The date and place of arrangement of the contract. 
Registrar then makes the parties sign the agreement, puts the note to the effect that the contract is signed by parties in his presence, stamps the contract with official seal and puts his signature.
Article 87 – A person making request, declaration or agreement by proxy for any person, is required to present his proxy statement issued by notary public or an official authority executing this task.

Article 88 – Each record inscribed to registry is notified to the requester and to all persons whose names are mentioned in the registry records and a register occurred in favour, or rights affected as a result of a register. 
The registry of a person as owner is notified to persons for whom a mortgage in favour or a right of distraint on a mortgage is registered in the ship registry.  
If it deems necessary, the involved persons are reminded that they may choose not to be notified. No notification to be done to the persons who do not wish to be notified. 

Article 89 – The registry records which are subject to the notification are exactly inserted to the notifications made according to the above article and duly signed.




Article 90 – The documents to which the registry records are based or referred are preserved in the registrar’s office. Such a document can only be returned if a duly attested copy is retained in the registry office.
If one of the documents mentioned above is available in another file of the registry office keeping the register, then the attested copy is not needed and only a reference made to the related file is sufficient.
Article 91 – A decision established by the registrar’s office regarding the refusal of a registry request shall contain the causal reasons.
Article 92 – Ordinary copies given from the registry records or the files need not be
signed but only be dated with issuance date. 
Duly approved copies are the copies attested and annotated to the effect that they comply with the original. In the approval annotation, the issue date and place is shown and afterwards the copy is stamped with the official seal and signed by the registrar.
If it is necessary to give a partial copy of the register book, records belonging only to the related section are needed to be copied. In the approval annotation, the section which the copy is related is declared and it is written that there are no other records relating to this. It is not accepted to give a summary regarding the contents of the registry.
If issuance of a copy in the registry files is requested, in the approval annotation it is mentioned if the document in the file is original, ordinary copy or attested copy. If the document in the file is an attested copy, the approval annotation on this is inserted also to the copy to be given. The lines, cancellations, amendments, additions, erasures, rights etc. on a document presented by the involved are inserted to the explanation as well.     

The records which are underlined with red are inserted to the copies given from registry only if requested or if they fit the necessity.  
Article 93 – A document is issued for there are no other records for a reference of a registry record or a specific registration has not took place, if requested.

Article 94 – The certificates and documents issued are needed to be marked with date and place of issue and stamped with the official seal and signed by the registrar.

Article 95 – The registrar and assistants are always required to insert their badge numbers, addresses and last names in a legible way when they are signing documents.
CHAPTER TEN
Miscellaneous Provisions

Article 96 – The ship shares requested to be sold as per article 826 of Turkish Commercial Code are sold in auction by the registrar.

Article 97 – The measure which shall be written to the ship registry is the measure carried out in accordance with the provisions regarding the measurement of the commercial ships, unless there is a provision to the contrary in the law and regulations.  

Article 98 – As per the 831st article of the Turkish Commercial Code, the name of the ship is written to both sides of the ship’s hull and name of the ship and port of registry is written to the aft in Turkish book letters in a inerasable, imperishable and very legible way as follows: 

1) The length of the smallest letters are at least 10 Cm,

2) The width of the main lines forming the letters is at least 1/5th of the length of letters.
Article 99 – The notary public shall notify the registry office which the ship is registered to, about the contracts concerning the transfer of a ship or ship share, division of ownership, establishment of a right in rem on ship or shares of ship, transfer of a right or waiver from this right, for which they arranged or attested the signatures.
Article 100 – An index of ships registered in each port can be kept in the ports of registry with the consent of the Ministry of Transportation. These indexes do not have the force of ship registry.
CHAPTER ELEVEN

Transitional Provisions and Final Provisions

Article 101 – All records in the ship registries shall be transferred to the new registries determined and arranged as per example (1) annexed to these regulations latest by the date of 30 September 1957. In the transfer of records, articles 55 and 56 are applied in comparison. (1)
Also the present ship registry certificates need to be replaced with the new ones arranged as per example (2) annexed to these regulations by the same time.
Article 102 – Ministry of Justice assures that the registries and valuable printed paper documents complying with the examples annexed to these regulations are printed and sent to the Ministry of Transportation to be relayed to the registry offices. 

Article 103 – The present ship registries can be used by the registry offices latest until 30 September 1957, until the new ones are sent. But the in the registrations made after the validity of these regulations, the present registries shall start to the new register books complying with the provisions of the regulations and registration to be executed only after the records are transferred to these books. (1)
No conducts can be done on the old registries from the date new registries as per these regulations are sent to the registry offices. If a registry of any kind is requested for a ship registered to the old registry, first this records shall be transferred to the new registry and conducts can be executed afterwards.

(1) The time in this article is extended to 30.06.1958 with the decree dated 18.1.1958 and numbered 4/9875.                                               
Article 104 – The first registry record executed to the old registries continuing to be used as per the provisions of above articles, shall also include the number of provision that gives the ship the right to fly the Turkish flag, engine power and call signal. By this reason, the registrar invites the registered owners to declare and prove the facts grounding the right to fly the flag and to present the documents showing the engine power. 

As per the article 32 of the law numbered 6763 on validity and applicability of the Turkish Commercial Code, the loss of a ship of the right to fly the Turkish flag is recorded to the registry.       
Article 105 – Upon the validity of the regulations, every registry office arranges an alphabetical index regarding the call signals of ships registered to its registry, as per article 67, and sends a copy to the Ministry of Transportation.

Article 106 – The registrars and assistants tasked with keeping of the ship registry and their addresses are notified to the Ministry of Justice to be relayed to Ministry of Justice and to the courts of first instance to which the registry office is assigned to, by the Ministry of Transportation. The changes in this respect is also notified the same way, without any delay.
Article 107 – “The Regulations Regarding the Registry of Turkish Ships” , which was brought into force with decree dated 18/5/1931 and numbered 11045 and the registry manual brought into force 15/12/1932 are abolished in total, and the contrasting provisions in the other regulations and manuals are abolished. 

Article 108 – The provisions of these regulations which is arranged as per 838th and 865th articles of the Turkish Commercial Code numbered 6762, and inspected by the State Council, comes into force in the date of 1/1/1957. 

Article 109 – The provisions of these regulations are to be executed by the Council of Ministers.
